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When to use that certain expression?:
Capturing the grammatical points that lead to
learners' practical language usage

Language education has been shifting from a focus on linguistic knowledge to a
more action-oriented approach based on “Can-do” (what a learner can do using
the language). However, this does not imply that grammatical knowledge has
become unnecessary. At the same time, it does not mean that we should simply
adhere to the conventional way of thinking about “grammar.”

In this seminar, rather than engaging in theoretical discussions, we will
consider how to connect grammatical knowledge to various “Can-do” abilities
from the perspective of everyday classroom teaching. For example, while
teaching the giving/receiving expression “-te kureru”, have you ever wondered
why it is insufficient to teach only “-te morau” instead? During the seminar, by
examining corpus data, scenarios, etc., we will explore ways to expand “what a
learner can do” through a deeper understanding of such
expressions. Additionally, we will propose several
perspectives that teachers may find useful for planning
practical classroom activities.
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
