(1) Meaning-focused Input,
(2) Meaning-focused Output,

(3) Language-focused Learning, and

(4) Fluency Development.

For steady progress to be made in second language learning,
all four types of activities need to be incorporated into
lessons in a balanced manner. Through the seminar, you will
